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1. Take off and neatly fold cover.

2. Make sure the microscope is in its starting position with the stage all the way down, lowest objective lens in place and stage clips spread.




3. Unwrap the cord and plug in.

4. Place slide on stage.

5. Attach stage clips.
6. Turn on light.
7. Place eye on eyepiece.
8. Turn coarse adjustment knob slowly until image comes into focus.

9. Turn fine adjustment knob until image is perfectly focused.

10. View.

11. Experiment with light level by adjusting diaphragm.
12. Turn nosepiece so next higher objective lens clicks into place.

13. Turn fine adjustment knob until image is perfectly focused.

14. View.

15. Turn nosepiece so next higher objective lens clicks into place.

16. Turn fine adjustment knob until image is perfectly focused.

17. Complete viewing.

18. Turn nosepiece so lowest magnification objective lens clicks into place.

19. Turn off light.
20. Unplug.

21. Roll stage all the way down.

22. Remove and return slide.

23. Rewrap cord and make sure microscope is in stating position.
24. Replace cover.
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Remember:


¡Never use the coarse adjustment when viewing a slide on medium or high power!
